Are You Ready for
Easter?

In the ancient church, Easter was traditionally a
time when new believers were baptised. The
time of year when the Church community cele-
brated the death and resurrection of Jesus
seemed the perfect time to mark symbolically
the new believerds
this important event required preparation and
S0 not surprisingly time was set aside in the
months that led up to Easter for discipleship as
well as for personal reflection.

Easter also became a
time when those who
had been Christians for
a while renewed their
baptismal vows. Indeed
Easter Eve became and
stil remains in some
parts of the Christian church the time for re-
newing baptismal vows. Again preparation was
encouraged for this important moment and time
was set aside specifically for this purpose. It
often involved self denial which aimed to focus
the i1individual 6s atte
intensely than perhaps at other times of the
year. This self denial was also reflected in a
tradition that grew up of stripping down the col-
ourful banners that so often decorated

churches. In some places drab and course
material were erected in their place as a sign of
what was going on insi
ing this period of preparation and self examina-
tion.

This symbolism and the physical impact of self
denial were not considered ends in themselves
but rather signposts towards a deeper relation-
ship with the Lord. This period became known

There is however a second option. You can for-
give. Forgiveness is refusing to make your
friend pay for his betrayal. However, there is
still a cost! Choosing not to lash out when you
are so grievously hurt is agony. It is a form of
suffering. You not only suffer the original hurt
but now you forgo the consolation of inflicting
the same pain on him. It hurts terribly and
many would describe it as a type of death. But
it is a death that leads to new life. This death
makes it possible for your marriage to be re-
newed and a friendship restored. It creates
space for your friend to change and turn away
from his actions. This death brings opportuni-
ties in total contrast to a life of spiralling evil.

Why did Jesus have to
forgive us? | hope it is obvious that none of us
just forgive. Forgiveness means bearing the
cost instead of making the wrongdoer do it.
Forgiveness means absorbing the debt of the
sin yourself. God had two options. Option one
was to punish us i make us pay for our sin. But
He deliberately chose option two. God deter-
mined to forgive us rather than punish us for all
the ways we have wronged him and each
other.

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An Update on Finance from
the Treasurer Andrea Bruce

2010 ended with a strong finish with income
just 3% down on the budget and 1% above the
2009 income. In April, when | presented to the
congregation. we were 25% down on the
budget, so the final result is a very positive sign
for 2011.

In November 2010 the
All Saints' Council ap-
proved an expenditure
budget for 2011 of
CHF 335,000, an ap-
proximate 10% in-
crease on 2010 costs.
This cost covers the
areas of staffing, the assets (including buildings
and equipment), administration, programmes
and mission giving at 10% of income. We have

welcomed back Penny and Tom Frank to St.
Peters on a house-for-duty basis for the next 3
years and this has also been built into the
budget, as has the opportunity to review all of
the physical assets of the Church in Vevey and
make some decisions on how to manage them
and where our focus should be financially.

All of this means that in 2011 the average cost
per head (including adults and children) to run
All Saints' and support Penny and Tom is ap-
proximately CHF 35 per head, compared with
CHF 30 per head for 2010.
